Activities will likely be half day.

The activities are not finalised yet, but likely activities this 
year include:

 - bushcraft and shelter building

All activities will depend on the weather and are run by 
the staff at Bewerley Park.



Meal Times & Evening Activities
Children are provided with full breakfast, packed lunch 
and evening meal as part of the cost. 

Children are responsible for serving and tidying their 
tables after every meal.

They are also expected to lay tables for other schools 
throughout the week.

Bewerley Park have several activities/games to use in the 
evening. There are also extensive grounds for the children 
to explore.



Cost & Payment
Bewerley Park are charging £290 per child. We will also 
have to pay for transport which has yet to be finalised.  

 - Price includes accommodation, activities, meals 
and coach hire.

This will be available to pay via Parent Pay. Payment 
structures will be available:

 - pay in full

 - five or six monthly instalments
